CHANGES IN CAAS’ SAFETY REGULATION GROUP LEADERSHIP 

 

 

1 This circular informs industry and stakeholders of the changes to key appointment 

holders in the Civil Aviation Authority of Singapore (CAAS) Safety Regulation Group.
